I. Call to Order

   A. Chairman Bret Tyler calls the meeting to order at 3:40 p.m. Determination of Board Quorum.

II. Public Comments (three (3) minutes per comment)
A. Bob Lissner- From Lifestyle Homes at Evans Ranch, Silver Star, and Silver Hills looking for advice regarding 9,000 new homes on 3,500 Acres in Lemmon Valley. They would like to plant along the shore of Silver Lake and wanted a recommendation for what to plant to suck up water and chase the shore. They have an additional 60-70 acres in which they’d like to grow an agricultural crops they could sell using Class A recycled water from the housing system. [We asked Spencer Scott after the meeting, he spoke with Lissner and suggested poplars, cottonwoods, juniper and willows]

     A.  NRCS – Jim Gifford – 2 applications were turned into contracts, there is still funding available for one additional application for high tunnels.

     C.  DCNR – Melany Aten – Area Meeting 1 and 2 were held a couple weeks ago which reviewed NRCS Programs and how the money functions within these programs discussed the New Farm Bill and Pathways Programs for employment.       E.  NVACD - Poster Contest- Carry to next meeting, we’ll begin reaching out to Washoe and Storey County elementary schools to invite 4th and 5th graders to participate in the “Soil: Dig Deeper” Poster Contest
     F.  Legislative Action –ALL Updates
-Bret and Naomi attended CD Day at the Legislative Building in Carson City on May 14. Images of all the posters from Nevada Conservation Districts featured that day have been compiled to be shown to the group. 
-Nevada Open Meeting Laws will soon become stricter. Some changes in posting the agendas and minutes must be made. 
     IV. District Projects – For Possible Action
A. Little Washoe Dam- Melany has been working to schedule a date to visit the dam. The engineer, landholder and a representative from the State must all be present to make the decision so the date is pending their mutual availability. It may take place in August. 
B. CWMA- Sean Gephart is the Noxious Weed Coordinator from the NV Department of Agriculture. He came to discuss the new Cooperative Weed Management Association, which is a non-profit weed group which would be able to apply for grants to combat invasive weeds. They are asking for a donation from WSCD.

A. Financial Reports- Our next budget is due date is in September.  
· Treasurers Report – Checks written, Expenditures, Balances
Mitigation Account—[$13094.85- $10 banking fee]  13084.85,  Account Balance- [6932.47 +1500 from Washoe County =8400- 3118.00  was allocated to making sage grouse tags, of that money 2700 was the cost of supplies and 300 to pay someone to make them.] $5324.00
· Mileage Reports – Mileage to and from Carson City CD Day and recent WSCD meetings have been recorded. Melany will provide a specific form to be filled out before funds can be allocated towards mileage. 

B. Amend and Approve Proposed Budget Plans- Jim Shaffer makes a motion to approve our amended budget plan. It was seconded by Kathy and approved unanimously. Kathy Canfield makes a motion to approve our annual plan, Jim Shaffer seconds and it is approved unanimously.

D. County Funding Sources- A form needs to be submitted declaring that the $1500 we got from the County Commission has been spent on making sage grouse tags.

· Carry to next meeting- expansion of employee hours to work on annual budget, prepare letter of intent and oath of office paperwork in order to elect a new member to the board.
