     A.  WSCWMA – The Washoe Storey Cooperative Weed Management Association requested sponsorship of $2,000 to cover 501-c3 fees, requirements and operating costs to start up as a new weed abatement group in this region.  Jim Shaffer made a motion to approve for $2,000. Bret Tyler seconds. Kathy Canfield abstained from voting because she is also a board member on the WSCWMA. 
     B.  NRCS- Jim Gifford- Continues to work on additional contracts for high tunnels. Jim Gifford will be working at the state office here for the next 4 months filling in as ________ conservationist. 
     C.  DCNR – Melany Aten – There will be a targeting grazing environmental assessment scoping meeting held July 25 5-7pm at the Nugget. Keep Truckee Meadows Beautiful Truckee River cleanup day is September 28. Closer to Land- Environment and Ecology in Nevada hosted at the UNR Library Saturday July 27 from 6-7pm. Nevada Association of Conservation Districts Annual meetings will be held in Winnemucca October 22, 23, 24. Our end of year Annual Budget for WSCD is due September 30, 2019. Melany is working with Bobby Jones (NDOW) on the Perry Fire project by this winter. There was a meeting last week with FEMA to assess the Truckee River, earthquake hazards in old buildings in Virginia City, fire dangers/ weed management, and a flood plan for Lockwood.   Update that Bettina is stepping down to move to New York and her position will be open for the end of October.  She will follow up about the sage grouse taxidermy to start assembling the educational display cases.

A. Little Washoe Dam- The field meeting to assess the dam will take place this month. 
B. Sage Grouse Tags- We are actively working on making more sage grouse tags. Bret will send a flyer which advertises the sale of the tags to Melany who can then pass them on to landowners, other conservation districts and sage grouse working groups.
